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Who would have dreamed that we could already be }6%'_ \\
at the end of January in 2010? My how time does fly!

This means that we are fast approaching the Easter

Cycle. This begins with our journey through Lent, which is marked by the forty
days, not including the seven Sundays, which lead up to Easter Sunday. Clearly
Easter Sunday is the high point of the Easter Cycle, but what few people realize
is that Easter continues through the six Sundays of Eastertide, yes, a

total of seven Sundays of Easter. The final day of the cycle is the fiftieth day, or
Pentecost, which is the day when the church celebrates its birthday.

The beginning point of Lent is Ash Wednesday, which falls on February 17
this year. The day before the beginning of Lent is Mardi Gras, or Fat Tuesday.
That name derives from the fact that many Christians used to get rid of fatty
foods from their homes before the beginning of Lent in order to eat more simply
as a part of their Lenten discipline. We will be having an Ash Wednesday
service on February 17 at 7 p.m. in the sanctuary. The purpose of the Ash
Wednesday service is to remind us that Lent is a time for repentance and a time
to remember our human frailty. The imposition of ashes — the placing of a cross
made of ashes on one’s forehead - is a reminder of our humanity and our
mortality. Lent is a time to humbly admit and confess our dependence upon
God.

The custom of giving up something for Lent has often been misunderstood. It
is not meant to be just a form of self-denial. The practice of giving up something
for Lent was intended to be so that we could take on something spiritual in its
place. For instance, someone might choose to give up listening to the radio in
the car, but in it’s place listen to a recording of the Bible. Or perhaps someone
could give up one meal per week, and in it's place fast or pray for hungry people
in our world and perhaps donate the money for that meal to a charity or use that
mealtime to volunteer at a soup kitchen or homeless shelter. | have heard of
people who try to give up desserts or soft drinks, but doing that without taking
on some form of spiritual discipline is missing the full effect of the Lenten

practice. According to the scriptures, the best use of the Lenten discipline is to
do it secretly, so as not to try to parade your piety before others. | would
encourage you to think about something that you might be willing to give up
during Lent, so that you can take on something which will allow you to focus on
God as we journey toward Easter.

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One of the things which | have done in the past during Lent is to give us a fast from the saying or
singing of the word, Hallelujah, during Lent, so that when we break forth with it on Easter Sunday
it packs an even more powerful punch. I am planning for us to do that this Lenten season, so for
the seven Sundays of Lent, we will not be singing or saying the word Hallelujah. You may not be
one of those people who pays close attention to the words which we sing in worship, but since |
have pointed it out to you, | want you to listen for it and pay attention to the impact of being able to
use it again on Easter.

Since Holy Week and Easter will not be until the first week of April, I will give you details on
those services closer to time. In the mean time, please make plans to attend our Ash
Wednesday Service. | know that it sounds a little morbid to have ashes rubbed on
your forehead, but | find it to be a very moving and meaningful service and a great )
way to start my journey through Lent toward a blessed Easter. A g h

February 4, 2010 marks the 200th anniversary
of the founding of the Cumberland Presbyterian
Church. If anyone does not know the story, it is
an amazing story. The Cumberland Presbyterian
Church was an outgrowth of the Great Revival
of 1800. Our founding fathers, Finis Ewing,
Samuel King, and Samuel McAdow, met on
February 4, 1810, in Dickson County, Tennes-
see. These men were ministers in the
Presbyterian Church, who rejected the doctrine
of predestination and reprobation as taught in
the Westminster Confession. They met on the
night of February 3 and prayed all night about
what they should do, on the next day, they be-
lieved that God was leading them to form a new
presbytery, Cumberland Presbytery. Within
three years that presbytery and grown to form
two more presbyteries and a synod was formed.
By 1829, there were enough synods to form a
General Assembly and the process to becoming
a separate denomination was complete.

For many years, the Cumberland Presbyterian
Churches in the North Texas area have met on
a Sunday night near the church’s birthday to
celebrate Denomination Day together. St.
Timothy Church has been asked to host this
celebration of our 200th Birthday! We are
looking forward to hosting our brothers and sis-
ters from the area churches. We will share a
potluck meal on February 14,2010 at5 p.m.
and following the meal we will worship together
in our sanctuary. Our preacher for the evening
will be Rev. Vernon Sansom, pastor of Shiloh
CPC, in Midlothian. There have been times in
the past when these gatherings have been a
meal of finger foods, but Rev. James Gilbert, or
as many of us loving refer to him, the Bishop of
Red River Presbytery, suggested that in honor
of our 200th Birthday we should have a full-
blown potluck meal. Please make your plans to
come and be a part of the celebration and to
enjoy an evening of Christian fellowship. Most of
you know that you would just as soon not fight
the crowds in the restaurants on Valentine’s
Day, so plan to take your sweetie out for
Valentine’s either a day or two before or after
that Sunday, so that you can be with us on the
evening of February 14.
