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      I pray that you are having a good start to your Lenten  
discipline. I thoroughly enjoyed our Ash Wednesday service and 
many people told me that they found it to be very moving. But we 
need to remember that the journey of Lent begins with Ash 
Wednesday, so there is still plenty of time to observe a holy Lent. 
      Since December, some people of our congregation have been gathering on Sunday  
mornings to pray for the future of St. Timothy C. P. Church. We offer thanksgiving for the good 
things that are happening in the lives of our members and we offer prayers of petition for those 
who are struggling with concerns in their lives. Then we pray for wisdom and direction from God 
as we try to move forward into the future that God has for us. I realize that this time, 8:15 on 
Sunday morning, is not a very convenient time for many people, but I am convinced of the 
 importance of praying for our church.  
      Since Lent is a time for being more intentional about our practice of the spiritual disciplines, I 
thought I would challenge every member to try to set aside five minutes a day or thirty minutes a 
week to pray for our church. When we were talking about ways to help raise the awareness of 
the entire congregation to be in prayer for our church, we thought that we might suggest some 
possibilities to people. One idea is to set aside five minutes a day. Now, I don’t know everyone’s 
schedule, but I am convinced that most of us could carve out five minutes from our day to pray 
for our church. If you make it at the same time every day, you will be more likely to stick to it. If 
that does not seem to fit into your schedule, try to find a time once a week, when you could  
devote thirty minutes to intentional prayer for our church. If that does not work for you, but you 
have a commute to work, you could try praying at stop lights. If you do this, I would recommend 
praying with your eyes open, so as not to incur the wrath of other drivers. The point is that we all 
need to find a time that we can devote to praying for our church.  
      They say that once you do something for 31 consecutive days, it becomes a habit. I can 
think of no better habit that we can form than to be intentionally praying for God’s direction for 
our church and its leadership teams. Join me in making time throughout the rest of or Lenten 
journey to pray for St. Timothy CPC. 
      On a separate note, I wanted to give you some words about our Holy Week services. On the 
last Sunday of March, the 28th , we will be observing Palm Sunday. We are doing something a 
little different this year. We will be ordering palm branches for all of us to have as a part of the 
worship service on that day. Now, I need to warn you that those palm branches will not be yours 
to keep. The tradition in many churches is to collect the palm branches from Palm Sunday and 
hang them to dry so they can be burned next year for the ashes to be used on Ash Wednesday. 
We do want everyone to have a palm branch to wave on Palm Sunday as we sing our opening 
hymn. I know it may seem a little strange at first, but when everyone is waving their palm 
branches it does not seem so bad. It also gives us a bit of an experience of what that entry into 
Jerusalem might have been like as people were waving their palm branches to welcome Jesus. 
       On Thursday, April 1, at 7 p.m. , we will gather in the Fellowship Hall for a light supper and 
our Maundy Thursday Service. We will have a baked potato supper that evening, and following 
our meal, we will share in the Lord’s Supper together around the same tables where we have 
shared our meal. The service will be relatively brief and it should be a blessed evening together.
